



SUB-DIVISION APPLICATION PROCEDURE

Step 1.  APPLICATION TO BE FILED WITH PLANNING BOARD AT LEAST 15 DAYS                PRIOR TO THE NEXT REGULARLY SCHEDULED MEETING OF THE BOARD.

Step 2.  AT MEETING - BOARD WILL DETERMINE: IS THE APPLICATION COMPLETE?

 Applicant will be advised if more information is needed.

             Must be within 30 days of delivery providing proper notice can be given.

Step 3.  PLANNING BOARD ACCEPTS APPLICATION BY VOTE.

 PLANNING BOARD SETS DATE FOR PUBLIC HEARING.

 65 day time clock begins.   PUBLIC HEARING MUST BE HELD WITHIN 30 DAYS                OF ACCEPTING THE APPLICATION AS COMPLETE.

Step 4. PLANNING BOARD NOTIFIES ABUTTER AND THE PUBLIC 10 DAYS PRIOR 
TO THE DATE OF PUBLIC HEARING. (Must be 10 days not counting day of hearing.

            Be sure to allow extra time for newspaper to receive and schedule the publication.)

Step 5. 65 DAYS -- PLANNING BOARD MUST HAVE RENDERED DECISION.  if not

 approved - applicant may revise and resubmit or stop.  IF DENIED-FOLLOW STEPS                FOR NOTIFICATION.

 If approved -

Step 6.  PLANNING BOARD FILES PLAN WITH REGISTRY OF DEEDS AND NOTIFIES

 TOWN SELECTMEN OF DECISION.

NOTE;  FOR ANNEXATION OR LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT A PUBLIC HEARING IS NOT NECESSARY.  HOWEVER, NOTIFICATION MUST BE GIVEN TO ABUTTERS AND NOTICED IN PUBLIC PLACE AS TO DATE OF MEETING  WHEN APPLICATION WILL BE CONSIDERED.
