Unapproved Minutes of 10/8/13 Meeting

Present:  Doug Beach, Gina Beach, Trustees and Curt Barnes, Sexton.  George Whipple, Trustee was not in attendance.

Minutes of the August meeting were read and Gina made a motion to accept as submitted, seconded, unanimous.

Doug attended the Select Board Meeting on 10/7/13 and presented the Mike Waysville quote for repair of the Upper Cemetery wall that is collapsing on the Holden Hill Road side.  The Trustees would like this as a warrant article for next year’s Town Meeting in March.  

We have reviewed our financials YTD and based on the current status we will be asking the Trustees of the Trust for all Winch Fund funding for stone cleaning and fence cleaning in Upper Cemetery as well as requesting the additional $1000.00 that is available through an existing Cemetery Trust.  

Doug did find out the proper way for us to submit our annual budget is to request an additional $1500.00 stating that this amount will be offset by the Winch Fund and Special Fund.

The Trustees will be making a written proposal to purchase as new mower and adding an additional 3 hours per week for the grounds maintenance for Curt and Shelly to not only mow the cemeteries, but the grounds of the Town Hall/Meetinghouse, Fire Station and Municipal building.  This would eliminate the services of an outside contractor, saving the Town those additional funds.  

Curt asked that the Trustees consider raises for the Sexton and his employee.  Tabled this discussion at this time as we would prefer to discuss this amongst the 3 Trustees.

We will request a current report from the Trustees of the Trust.

Curt informed us that Dale Hall has offered to help mowing if he were to need the additional help.

The Trustees completed paperwork for Terry and Sharon Hall.

The Trustees and the Sexton discussed fall clean-up and budget monies that remain.  We are limited to 16 hours each for the Sexton and his employee.

Gina made a motion to adjourn, Doug seconded, unanimous.  Meeting adjourned at 8:20pm
