Archival Update: 1.Dennis suggested we do research to validate that Langdon has had town meeting in the meetinghouse since 1803-1805 so we can include the information in the application to be placed on the National Registry. 2. Some suggestions from members were:  send obit clippings to someone of the surviving families / Contact Concord to find out if there are any records in there official books / Bud will ask Angela, the town clerk, if she can find out where the ledgers of the town meetings are kept /Caroline said Sarah Porter wrote for the Bellows Falls Times about current events and social activities in Langdon, we might be able to check Bellows Falls, Vt  archives for information. 3. Carole-Anne brought in some town reports from the archival room for LHC members to read and find out any important historical references. If possible members will scan or copy any important information. Rita, Mike, Kate and Lorraine took reports to do some research. 4. LHC would like to obtain a copy of “George L.
